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Junior Repeats as Shakespeare
Champion

On Thursday, January 11", English teachers selected this year's
Lake Braddock Shakespeare Champion. The English-Speaking
Union (E-SU) sponsors an annual Shakespeare Competition
open to students in grades 10, 11, and 12 in schools in the
metro-area. Students competing must enact a monologue of
approximately 20 lines from one of Shakespeare® plays and
recite from memory one of his sonnets. Last year’s defending
champion Stephanie Ramsey was chosen again as the new LB
Shakespeare Champion. Junior Katie Baukin, was selected as
the dternate. Stephanie, who will appear as Bessie in the
upcoming Lake Braddock Laboratory Theatre show Marvin's
Room, was selected from a field of eight competitors.
Stephanie, who won the inaugura LBMS Shakespeare
Championship in 2004, has now won three LB Shakespeare
Championships tying her for the record with Class of '02
Graduate Roya Zarrinahad. On Monday, March 5, 2007,
Stephanie will perform at the Metro-DC Championship at the
Landsburgh Theatre in Washington, DC. Last year, Stephanie
finished in the top 10 of the Metro-DC competitors.

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4™ Consecutive Regional Birth for
L ake Braddock Theatre

On Tuesday January 30, 2007, Lake Braddock traveled to South
County Secondary, to participate in the 13" Patriot District One-
Act Play Festival. Six times in the history of the festival, Lake
Braddock has been its home (95, 99, 00, 03, 04, & 05), but due to
the renovation of the Little Theatre, South County took over the
hosting duties for '06 and ‘07. This year, LBT presented a one-
act version of Barbara Ehrenreich’s Nickel and Dimed. The
production earned All-Star Cast honors for three actors. Seniors
Brandon Duncan and Jenny Fornoff and junior Adrianna
Venzor were designated as members of the Patriot District Judges
12-member All-Star Cast. Jenny was also named a finalist for the
Outstanding Performer of the festival. Lake Braddock Theatre
has won the Outstanding Performer Award seventimes in the past
thirteen years. LBT's production was ranked in atie for second
place with T. C. William's production of Jimmy the Antichrist.
In what has become a bit of a dubious tradition, LBT edged T. C.
in the tie-breaker categories to finish second in the district for the
fourth time in the previous thirteen festivals - the most of any
school. Going back to 2004, LBT has finished 2™ in 5 of the last
8 VHSL festivalsin which it appeared. The championship went to
West Springfield, its fourth - the most in District history. The
second place finish for LBT allows the company to advance to the
Northern Region Festival for the 7" time — the most of any school
in Patriot District history. This fourth consecutive trip to the
Northern Region One-Act Play Festival will occur Saturday,
February 10, 2007 at Herndon High School. LBT’s best finish at
Regionals was second in 2004, which earned the company its
only State Festival appearance - in which it finished...2".
