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Cappies Wrap-up 
 
 

The Capital Area Critics Award Program finished up this 
season at the 8th annual Cappies gala on Sunday, May 27, 
2007.  This season saw Lead Critic Jenny Grace Fornoff’s 
work published five times, three in the Washington Post.  Our 
production of Hamlet garnered five nominations giving Lake 
Braddock 54 nominations in the eight years of Cappies 
competition.  That ranks 6th all-time behind T. C. Williams 
(55), Robinson (59), Westfield (61), West Springfield and 
Chantilly (64 each).  Lake Braddock’s Cameron Doucette 
took home the only cappie for Lake Braddock Theatre for his 
work as Hamlet.  Though it was third Lead Actor nomination, 
it was the first ever win for Lake Braddock Theatre in that 
category.   That pushed Lake Braddock Theatre’s all-time 
Cappie win total to 14 and into 3rd place overall behind 
Chantilly (17) and Robinson (18).  The big winners for the 
evening were second year school South County with four (the 
first in school history) Cappies, including Best Musical for 
Thoroughly Modern Millie and Chantilly with three including 
Best Play for The Man Who Came to Dinner.  Next year’s 
Lake Braddock Theatre Cappies critic team will feature: Lead 
Critic Rebecca Jones, along with fellow returning critics 
seniors Adr ianna Venzor  and Katie Baukin, and junior Will 
Noguchi.  New critics will include junior Leslie Berkowitz 
and sophomore Noelle Viñas.  Two seniors will join the LBT 
critics team as regional critics: seniors Stephanie Ramsey and 
Matt Tiemann.
